96 (3.2%) from 327 (8.6%) students in fall 2000 to 423 (11.8%) students in fall 2009.

e The ten-year total Mennonite college and university undergraduate African-American headcount
increased 23 (0.9%) from 172 (4.6%) students in fall 2000 to 195 (5.5%) students in fall 2009.

e The ten-yeat total Mennonite college and university undergraduate Asian/Pacific Islander headcount
increased 6 (0.3%) from 43 (1.1%) students in fall 2000 to 49 (1.4%) students in fall 2009.

e In 2009, international students (133) make up 3.7% of the undergraduate enrollment. Thirteen
students (0.4% of the total headcount population) are Mennonite, and 120 students (3.3% of the
total headcount population) are non-Mennonite.

e The undergraduate international student population at Mennonite colleges and universities
decreased (1.8%) from 207 students in 2004 to 133 students in 2009, that is, from providing 5.5%
of the total student population in 2004 to 3.7% of the population in 2009.

e The cross-cultural impact on the undergraduate programs of the Mennonite colleges and
universities can be calculated by adding the total (headcount) Racial/Ethnic and international
student populations together. Thus, 423 Racial/Ethnic students and 133 international students,
create a cross-cultural impact on the total undergraduate programs of 556 students (15.5%
based on headcount) in 2009. This compates to a total of 405 Racial/Ethnic students and 183
international students in 2008 for a cross-cultural impact of 588 students (16.3% based on
headcount).

Current Year

e The adult degree-completion enrollment increased 27.2%, from 279 students in the fall of 2008
to 355 students in fall 2009. Note that the enrollment fluctuations at EMU reflects a change in
how the institution is reporting cohorts of adult degree-completion program (ADCP) students
that start at various times throughout the year. The purpose of the change is to bring MEA and
other reporting more in line with state and federal reporting.

Current Year Mennonite Church Enrollment

e Mennonite student participation in adult degree-completion programs increased from 19 students
in 2008 to 24 students in 2009. In 2008, Mennonite students comprised 6.8% of the total ADCP
program headcount, and in 2009, 6.7%.

Current Year Adult Degree-Completion Racial/Ethnic Enrollment

e Bluffton, EMU and Goshen offer adult degree-completion programs and 5.6% (20 students) of
the combined enrollment in fall 2009 ate students from Racial/Ethnic origin (based on head-
count). In fall 2008 Racial/Ethnic students accounted for 7.5% (21 students) of total enrollment.

Bluffton, Goshen and EMU offer graduate level programs. The combined graduate enrollment
headcount increased 14.2% from 430 students in fall 2008 to 491 students in fall 2009. Enroll-
ments may fluctuate significantly from year to year due to the nature of courses and programs
offered for professional development. In fall 2009 all three schools reported increases in
graduate program enrollments: Goshen increased 53.6% (15 students) from 28 in 2008 to 43
students in 2009; EMU increased 14.4% (51 students) from 285 in 2008 to 336 students in 2009.
Bluffton increased 4.3% (5 students) from 117 in 2008 to 122 students in 2009.

Current Year Mennonite Enrollment

Mennonite participation in graduate programs increased from 61 students in fall 2008 to 69
students in fall 2009. In 2008, Mennonite students made up 14.2% of the total graduate program
enrollment, and in 2009, 14.1%. Note that Mennonite enrollment in 2009 is the highest number
in the eight-year period.

Current Year Graduate Racial/Ethnic Enrollment

In fall 2009 the Racial/Ethnic graduate population is 3.3% (16 students) of the combined
enrollment (based on headcount), compared to 4.4% (19 students) in 2008.

Current Year

The seminary enrollment headcount for Associated Mennonite Biblical Seminary (AMBS) and
Eastern Mennonite Seminary (EMS) increased 9.3%, from 258 in fall 2008 to 282 in fall 2009,
an increase of 24 students.

The seminary full-time enrollment for AMBS and EMS decreased 3.2%, from 125 in fall 2008 to
121 in fall 2009, a decrease of 4 full-time students.

The seminary part-time enrollment for AMBS and EMS increased 21.1%, from 133 in fall 2008
to 161 in fall 2009, an increase of 28 part-time students.

The seminary full-time equivalent enrollment for AMBS and EMS increased 9.5%, from 159.6
FTE in fall 2008 to 174.8 FTE in fall 2009, an increase of 15.2 FTE students.

Current Year Mennonite Enrollment

The reporting format was changed in an effort to coordinate the data collection from the

seminaries with reports already completed for Association of Theological Schools (ATS). This

format does not separate part-time Mennonite Church USA students from other Mennonite students,
which impacts certain church headcount reports.

When all Mennonites enrolled at the seminaries are accounted for, 188 full-time and part-time
students make up 66.7% of the total enrollment headcount in 2009, as compared with 158
students for 61.2% of the total headcount in 2008. The number of full-time Mennonite students
attending seminary in 2009 is 75 (26.6%), compared to 76 (29.5%) in 2008.

Current Year Seminary Racial/Ethnic Enrollment

Racial/Ethnic students make up 7.5% (21 students) and international students 9.9% (28 students)
for a combined 17.4% (49 students) of the total seminary enrollment based on headcount for fall
2009. Racial/Ethnic students accounted for 7.4% (19 students) and international students 11.2%
(29 students) for a combined 18.6% (48 students) of total seminary enrollment in fall 2008.
